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  The Old Syllabus of the SSLC Examination is abolished and this has been notified from 

time to time vide Notification numbering: Notification No. 212 dated 28th May, 2008, Notification No. 

504 dated 26th May, 2009, and Notification No. 515 dated 24th May, 2010. A press release was also issued 

as a reminder of the same dated 1st March, 2010.  

 
Consequent to the above abolition, unsuccessful candidates of SSLC Examination, 2010 or 

earlier examinations are hereby informed as follows:    

 
1. Candidates who failed in the SSLC Examination, 2010 or earlier examinations in the old 

course shall be allowed to take admission in Class X with prior permission of the Board 

subject to availability of seats in a Secondary/Higher Secondary School. Applications for 

admission should be sent to the Board with no objection certificate from the concerned Heads 

of Institutions. They will have to appear in the new course as notified from time to time.  

 
2. Failed candidates of SSLC Examinations, 2010 or earlier examinations in the new course shall 

be allowed re-admission in the same respective institutions without prior permission of the 

Board subject to availability of seats. The concerned Heads of Institutions shall forward the 

names and other particulars of such candidates to the Board. 

 
3. Failed candidates of the SSLC Examination, 2010 in new course seeking re-admission in other 

institutions are required to get prior permission of the Board after submitting no objection 

certificate from the institutions where admission is sought. 

 
4. Failed candidates of the SSLC Examination (old/new course) shall be allowed to appear at the 

SSLC Examination, 2011 as private candidates in new course without appearing at the 

Selection Test.  

 
Prescribed transfer fee should be paid to the Board wherever applicable.  

 
The last date for re-admission in any institution is 30th June, 2010.  
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
